Family Tech Tip #4:

Have your first family tech talk about using technology as a tool.

The Toolbox Lesson: Have a family chat about using technology with purpose! Grab paper or a whiteboard and

draw a line down the middle, making a "+" column and a "-" column. Start a conversation with your kids by asking:
"How is a device like a tool, such as a hammer?" Just as a hammer can build or break, technology can help or

harm.

Fill the "+" column by asking: What do you like about technology? What do you enjoy doing on devices? Then
move to the "-" column: What are some downsides we should watch out for? What worries you about technology?

Teens especially appreciate being asked for their perspective and insights on digital life.

End by discussing: How can we use technology as a tool that helps us? This builds digital discernment— the
ability to make good technology choices. Research shows that families who have regular conversations about

technology develop healthier digital habits, and children who think through decisions ahead of time make better
choices.

Watch for Tech Tip #5 next month, where we'll use these insights to create your family's tech plan!
