Dear Parents and Guests- 
The following diagram shows the directional flow of how pickup, drop-off, and parking will occur before, during and 

after school at Nickels Intermediate. Please note that the pickup/drop-off lanes directly in front of the building are 

one way and counter-clockwise. Students should exit to the sidewalk on the passenger side of your vehicle. 
Please be sure to pull forward if space allows along the curb. Once your student is safely dropped off, it is ok to 

pull out into the exit lanes.
